One reason for this drop in the size of the elephant population in Sri Lanka is of exporting animals. Sri
Lanka has been exporting elephants for nearly two:thousand years. " .

Another reason is that during the British period huge areas of the Hill ountry were changed from
elephant habitat to human use. At the same time the elephants were thought of as pests. Therefore
people who killed elephants -were given money as a reward. Between 1945-1948, 3500 elephants were
killed for money in the Northern Province and 2000 were killed between Galle and Hé}lbantota.

Thirdly, although elephants were protected after independence, irrigation® and heusing projects have
taken away more of the elephants traditional habitat. v

Today elephants are like an island- surrounded by humans. This not surprisingly, leads to conflict
between humans and elephants. Elephants have seasonal migratory routes. They like to move in search
of food and water. Therefore they need large areas of land. But, as Sri Lanka’s human population grows,

humans take more and more of their land each year for agriculture.

This has led to more and more conflict between humans and elephants. In 1991, 32 humans were killed
by elephants. This number increased to 66 in 1992, 105 in 1993, and 188 in 1994. It dropped to 90 in
1995 and rose again to 120 in 1996. There have been 190 reports of property damaged bt wild elephants
in 1993, 418 in 1994 and 623 in 1996.
