The study was conducted among the sample of 200 students who were randomly

selected lrom the all four facr-rlties from main Campus of €USL. Of which only 1'72

students responded to the survey. Data were collected through questionnaires and

alalyzed using the software SPSS version 11.0. The data analysis included the

univariate analysis. The frequency distribution analysis was done for all variables.

TI.re results of the analysis indicated that all the variables significantly contributed for

in.rproving the relevance and quality of the undergraduates of EUSL. Finally it was

conciuded that the IRQUE project implemented successfully at the Eastern

University, Sri Lanka had contributed considelably on the quality of the

undergraduates of the EUSL.
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
